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Abstract:

The abstract must be concise and must not include any references. It should be up to approximately 100-150 words and be a single short paragraph. Use this document as a template if you are using Microsoft Word 6.0 or later. Otherwise, use this document as an instruction set. It is important to maintain the highest quality of figures and text throughout the paper. A manuscript submitted for publication in JAEC should be an original work that contributes to the academic interests with technical values. It must not have been previously published and is not to be under consideration for publication elsewhere. 
Key Words: Three to five key words or phrases in alphabetical order, which should be separated by commas.
I. INTRODUCTION
Each paper should be written in A4 and be submitted in MS-Word format (use the JAEC’ template). The length of the paper should not exceed 10 pages including figures, charts, and tables. The contents of the paper should be arranged in the order of abstract, main text, references, and appendix. General text of the paper, starting with the abstract, should be of font size 10 pt, Times New Roman font, single line spacing, and arranged in two columns.

All section titles should be centered and all the title letters should be written in capital letters. Section titles should be of size 12 pt, bolded and center-justified. The section titles need to be numbered using Roman numerals (I, II, III...). Subsection titles need to be numbered using Arabic numerals (1, 2, 3…) and should be written in bold 11 pt font and fully justified.
II. EQUATIONS, FIGURES AND TABLE
1. Equations:

Equation numbers should be given in Arabic numerals enclosed in parentheses on the right-hand margin. They should be cited in the text as, for example Eq. (1) or Eqs. (1)-(3).

2. Figures:
Figures and tables should be of high quality and should be formatted appropriately (centered within the column, side-by-side, etc.) on the page such that the presented data appears close to and after it is first referenced in the text. 
When including figures and tables, care should be taken so that they will appear appropriately when printed in black and white. For example, figures with multiple curves should use different line styles such as solid, dotted, dashed, etc. All figures should be referred to in the text as, for example, Fig. 1, Fig. 2(a), or Figs. 1-3. For a large figure, is it accepted to have them stretched to cover both columns (one column format).

3. Tables:
All tables should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals. They should be referred to in the text and should be numbered according to their order of mention in the text. In addition, all tables should not only list all abbreviations in the table in footnotes at the end, but also have a title that is concise and describes the table’s contents. The table should be self-explanatory and supplement, not duplicate, the text. Table titles should be fully justified above the table. For a large table, it may span both columns.

Unit and Abbreviation: If the authors describe length, height, weight, and volume, they should use standard metric units. Temperature should be given in degrees Celsius. All other units should follow the International System of Units (SI). All units must be preceded by one space except percentages (%) and temperatures (°C).
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
